In the book Knowing God, 1.1. Packer
reminds us that "God's love to me is
utterly realistic, based at every point
on prior knowledge of the worst about
me, so that no discovery now can
disillusion Him about me, in the way I
am so often disillusioned about myself,
and quench His determination to bless
me."

Simply stated this means that God can
"disillusioned” about you
because He is never "illusioned" about
you in the first place.

After acting in an inappropriate way
you may have heard someone say,
"I'm surprised at you!" That person
was disillusioned because they were
under the illusion that you would
never do something like that. It is
natural to turn this against ourselves.
We look at ourselves and shake our
heads in frustration and surprise. We
imagine that God feels the same way.

Perhaps you imagine that God looks at
you and says, "I'm surprised at you!"
You imagine God shaking His head in
frustration.

God is not frustrated with you.

God is not disillusioned with you.

God sees you.

God sees you fully and yet loves you
deeply.
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
